The act of reading such a poem is itself calming and
soothing.A¢A AceParables and ParadoAg¢A Asx includes 27 new poems on subjects ranging from
Bible study to hospitality; 50 sonnets on the sayings of Jesus; and a concluding series of poems
entitled A¢A AceSeven Whole Days.A¢A A« Two of the new poems are named for two American
poets A¢A A Scott Cairns and Luci Shaw.Guite is a poet, an Anglican priest, chaplain of Girton
College at the University of Cambridge, a lecturer and speaker, and a rock band musician part of
the Cambridge-based group Mystery Train. HeA¢A A™s published several books, including several
poetry collections, such as A¢A AceSounding the Seasons,A¢A A« A¢A AceThe Singing

Bowl,A¢A A« and A¢A AceWord in the Wilderness.A¢A A« HeA¢A A™s a lecturer and speaker. And
heA¢A A™s a rock band musician part of the Cambridge-based group Mystery Train. He received
his undergraduate and masters degrees from Cambridge, and a Ph.D from Durham University,
